How do we assess learning?




It is expected that children will achieve at least 6
points Iin each strand of learning, reaching a total of
at least 78 points, by the end of their first year in
school.

Each area or strand of learning has a maximum of
nine points

If all 8 points in a strand are achieved then a child
can achieve ‘point nine’. This means that the child
will be working beyond the expectations of the Early
Years Foundation Stage and within the National
Curriculum (5-11)



Each child has different interests

Each child learns in different ways
(visual, auditory, kinaesthetic)

Each child excels in different areas
Each child develops at different rates
Differences between home and school
